The abstract should be prepared using ISO A4 paper size (210 x 297 mm) using the Times New Roman (12 pt, justified) font according to the format described in this template. The authors are strongly urged to follow these instructions to facilitate the review process. 
Margins should be: top 3 cm, bottom 2 cm, left and right 3 cm each. The overall length of the abstract, including illustrations and tables, is limited to 500 words. References are limited to maximum 5 (five) main.

Abstracts should be organized in the following sequence (all mandatory):

· Purpose
· Design/methodology/approach
· Findings
· Practical implications
· Relevance/contribution
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
